As per the IQPR dated 28 September 2022, the Group’s iron ore resources increased to 15.7Mt, more than double of FY2021. 
The Group is now focused on converting its resources to reserves and is deploying a strategy to transition from open pit mining 

to underground mining for known mineral resources. This will help improve production reliability, cost efficiency and is also 
relatively more environmentally friendly.
